**Junior A teams will be attending the North Island SS Volleyball Champs in November
2024. They will be charged entry fee, coach fee and any other expenses associated with
tournament separately. Another jotform will be sent closer to the time. There will also be a

tournament deposit to pay.
Strength and conditioning sessions will incur an extra charge.

If players decide to withdraw after being placed in a team they will still be liable for the
full payment. Bethlehem College has to commit to expenses associated with the teams
once registrations are completed.

Girls are to wear black spandex, minimum 5 inch (for practices & games). Boys are to
purchase black volleyball shorts from the uniform shop.

TEAMS

announced teams are final. There needs to be a minimum of 8 players in each team.
